Key Clinical Message
Every anal lesion should be examined with care and reviewed at an interval or referred to a specialist with multidisciplinary team input. The early diagnosis is very important in order to improve the prognosis in these patients.

Case Description

A 70-year-old male presented with a neglected slow growing anal wart for many years with bleeding and pruritus. Examination confirmed a large anal mass with ulceration (Figure1). The tumor did not involve the anal sphincters. Blood analysis revealed hemoglobin of 6.3 g/dL and colonoscopy was normal. 
An abdominal, pelvis and chest computed tomography scan (CT) performed for diagnostic and staging purposes revealed a 14 x 10 x 8 cm mass with no regional lymph node or distant metastasis. 
A deep core biopsy of the tumor confirmed a high-grade squamous intraepithelial lesion (HSIL) and carcinoma in situ with p16 positivity suggestive of high risk HPV subtype. HSIL lesions are considered premalignant (1). Limited data are available comparing different treatment modalities in men with HSIL. Multidisciplinary approach is necessary in large-size anal tumors with combination of neoadjuvant chemo radiation followed by wide excision of these (2). 
Early diagnosis of anal warts is very important for the good prognosis in these patients, because it improves cancer outcomes and provides better treatment-options. Our patient rejected surgery as a treatment-option and was discharged and referred to oncology department for further management.  
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
